At the Privileged Meeting of Town Council (all Councillors attended) held on November 29, 2009 at 6:00 PM, Councillors reviewed legal documentation (Town Lawyer Investigation, Arbitration Report and Town Lawyer Statement following the Arbitration Report) related to the violation of Article 4.01 and other related articles of the Collective Agreement.

Based on the relevant legal information provided to the Council, the Collective Agreement and in accordance with the Municipalities Act (1999) Section 67, Council recommends the following:

It was moved by Councillor Chubbs seconded by Councillor Andrews that the Department Head, Superintendent of Works-Road Transport, be suspended without pay for a period of thirty working days due to his inappropriate conduct by violating Article 4.01 of the Agreement between the Town of Happy Valley-Goose Bay and the Canadian Union of Public Employees (2006).

Mayor Abbass stated “I will make a comment and it’s a comment of caution that from the beginning of this issue, Council has sought legal advice and acted on legal advice provided to us and we have acted accordingly to the advice that has been provided to us. You have a letter that suggests 

certain implications, both legal and financial and (passes the gavel to deputy Mayor Oliver) I just want to make sure you understand that before you cast your vote. That’s my comments.”
Mayor Abbass asked if there were any other comments. There were none so he called for the vote.

Mayor Abbass opposed based on the advice provided to us by legal council and that the legal advice was presented to all Councillors in attendance.
