DND hands over land to Goose Bay Airport Corporation

The Department of National Defence officially made a transfer of land ownership to the Goose Bay Airport Corporation last Wednesday as the new airport expansion was underway.The signing of papers for the transfer took place at the Canuck Club on the 5-Wing military base between Paul Snelgrove, the Chair of the Goose Bay Airport Corporation, Lt. Col. Brian Bowerman, base commander and Peter Linkletter, Director General of Real Property, who represents the minister of National Defence when base property is sold, transferred or disposed of.

Goronwy Price, the General Manager of the airport corporation said the move was important because now the corporation could engage in more long-term plans. If an aviation company wants to sign a 25-year lease for a building in the area, now they can do that, Mr. Price explained.

Prior to this deal, property held by the airport corporation was on a three-year lease with DND and they could not make such long-term contracts.

The Airport Authority came into existence in 1998 but managed the airport only-they did not own it.

In 2007, DND gave the airport corporation ownership of the airport terminal building.

Under the current agreement, some lands outside the terminal, including buildings, hangars, and future-parking areas came under the ownership of the airport corporation. These are areas or buildings, which, since 2007, have been managed by the airport corporation under the three-year lease.
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
