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Residents look to future with Husky Energy

The possibility of employment opportunities was the main focus for residents of Labrador during consultations held by Husky Energy.

The company visited HV-GB, Nain, Rigolet, Cartwright, Postville, and Hopedale, to discuss seismic explorations they will be conducting off the shores of Labrador.

Husky Energy hopes to identify perspective test sites for oil and gas deposits.

"Using seismic technology, we'll be looking to identify perspective structures we can drill in due course, but I have to stress seismic is really the first stage of the exploration process; drilling may or may not follow depending on what we find," said Paul McCloskey, vice president of east coast operations with Husky Energy.

During meetings a lot of question about the companies work were raised.

"We basically got questions about possible impacts on fishing and we were able

to address them, but people were really interested in the pace of what we are doing, when we are going to be doing it, whether it might bring employment in due course," Mr. McCloskey said.

He said they wanted to address the communities because where they are off shore Husky Energy wanted to let the public know what was going to be happening.

"We could probably be in and gone and nobody would be any the wiser, but we feel it's important to have an appreciation of what we are going to do and how we are going to do it," he said.

Mr. McCloskey said he is happy with how consultations have gone but they still have a couple of communities to visit.

The company hopes to speak with members of Makkovik, Natuashish, and Sheshatshiu, in the not too distant future.

"There have been people curious in what we are doing and we are committed to consult with communities as our plans develop."
