Additional $6.35 Million Invested in Recreation Infrastructure 
The Honourable Terry French, Minister of Tourism, Culture and Recreation, today announced that the Provincial Government has recently approved an additional $6.35 million to assist in the expansion and upgrade of community recreation and sports infrastructure throughout Newfoundland and Labrador. 
“As a government, we are committed to improving the province’s recreational infrastructure in order to encourage more residents to participate in a broad range of community-based programs, and to pursue more active, healthy lifestyles,” said Minister French. “For example, in Conception Bay South, the Provincial Government will invest more than $509,000 to make significant upgrades to the Topsail Soccer Complex, including the installation of artificial turf, lighting and bleachers. Upgrades such as these across the province will provide communities with safe, accessible and well-equipped recreational facilities that will be utilized and enjoyed by residents in the towns where facilities are located – as well as those who reside in surrounding communities - both today and long into the future.” 
The funding is part of the provincial contribution to the federal Recreational Infrastructure Canada (RInC) program. A complete list of recently-approved provincial projects can be found in the backgrounder below. 
Minister French noted that today’s announcement is in addition to the almost $1.8 million in provincial funding for RInC projects approved within the past year, including: $630,854 to install artificial turf and upgrade the International Soccer Pitch at the Team Gushue Sports Complex in Mount Pearl; $620,905 for improvements to the Paradise Wellness Centre; $256,478 for upgrades to the Carbonear Swimming Pool; $115,973 to replace the boards and install safety glass at the S.W. Moores Memorial Stadium in Harbour Grace; $85,468 to assist with exterior renovations to the swimming pool and soccer facility in Grand Bank; and, $64,941 for facility upgrades and equipment in the Fortune Arena. In addition, almost $560,000 has been invested in upgrades to provincial recreation and sport infrastructure through the Department of Tourism, Culture and Recreation’s Community Capital Grant Program, which has been delivered to more than 40 communities across the province. 
The development and redevelopment of community recreational and sport infrastructure is among the key objectives identified in the province’s long-term recreation and sport strategy, Active, Healthy Newfoundland and Labrador (2007).
